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Victims

Victim participation plays an important part
in Referral Orders.

All victims are contacted by the YOS. If
victims do not wish to take part, they can
be represented at the meeting or have their
view put across in other ways such as a
written statement or even a tape recording.

Victims can also expect to be kept informed
of the progress of the case if they wish
to be.

Attendance of victims is purely voluntarily
and with the agreement of the panel.

You are required to:
+ Arrive on time for all appointments.

- If you cannot attend an appointment,
please contact the YOS as soon as
possible.

+ Co-operate with your YOS Worker.

- Tell the YOS about any changes of contact
details.

The YOS is required to:

+ Treat you fairly and without
discrimination.

+ We welcome feedback including
complaints and you will be given a leaflet
explaining how to do this.

The purpose of a Referral Order
+ Helps you to avoid further offending.

+ Helps you to put right some of the harm
that has be done.

+ Help your family and friends support you
to stop offending.

The first steps of a Referral Order

« A worker from the YOS will meet with you
and complete an assessment.

+ They will then write a report for the panel,
which you will see.

+ You will be sent a letter with the time and
date of your panel meeting which will be
in your area.

Failure to comply

- If you miss an appointment, you will need
to provide a reason.

- If this is not accepted, you may receive
a warning or be taken back to panel and
they will consider how best to support
further compliance.

What is a Referral Order Panel?

Panels are made up of at least 2
trained volunteers from the community
(community Panel members), and a
member of the Youth Offending Team,
usually your YOS officer. Panels are
usually held at the YOS office or local
venues.

At the panel meeting you are expected
to agree a “contract” (plan of action)
with the panel members. If appropriate
the victim may attend and take part (see
Victim details). You will be supervised

by your YOS officer who will help you
complete your contract. The Referral
Order officially starts when the contract
is signed.

Appointments will be made to fitin

with school, employment or religious
commitments. The contract will be made
to fit around your individual needs.

If you fail to agree a contract or fail to
abide by it, you will be sent back to court
for re-sentencing. This means you may
not get another Referral Order and may
get a different and more severe order.
